In Science, the 5th-graders investigated Motion. They did a lot of
fun hands-on experiments to explore such concepts as speed/
velocity, inertia, force, gravity, acceleration, friction, and air
resistance. One of their favorite activities was trying to create
the most streamlined paper airplanes, and then giving their designs
test flights!
In sixth-grade science, students studied Weathering and Soil
Formation. They enjoyed discovering what soil is composed of
(a variety of different substances, including rock particles and
organic matter). They learned about conserving land and soil, one
of our most important resources, as well as waste disposal and
